5. 360 turn each direction (either way 1st)

/ 9. Extend the lope
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In Ranch Riding the Jog should be a natural two beat gait demonstrating more forward motion than the Western
Jog. The Extended Jog is an obvious lengthening of the stride with a definite increase in pace. The horse
should be moving in a manner as if it were covering a large area on a ranch with an above level topline
